Dogma (English)

The word "dogma" refers to the statement of a truth contained in the Word of God, after
adequate exegetical reflection, whether written or transmitted, which the Church proposes
to be believed as the divine word, revealed in an authentic form, either through a solemn
judgment or at least through a study commission appointed by the Church. Dogmatic
affirmation is legitimate and even necessary, due to the threats of heresy and perversion of
the Christian experience. Dogmatic formulation primarily aims to eliminate some error,
whether precise or diffuse, and establishes a morally unanimous understanding of the
Church's faith. The word "dogma" is derived from the Greek verb "dokein." In classical
Greek, the word "dokein moi" not only means "it seems to me" or "l think," but also "l have
come to this conclusion, | am certain, it is my conviction."
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Dogma (Spanish)

Por el vocablo dogma se entiende el enunciado de una verdad contenida en la palabra de
Dios, después de una reflexion exegética adecuada, escrita o transmitida, que la iglesia
propone para que se crea como la palabra divina, revelada en una forma autentica, ya sea,
por medio de un juicio solemne o al menos por medio de una comision de estudio
nombrada por la iglesia. La afirmacion dogmatica es legitima y hasta necesaria, debido a
las amenazas de herejias y perversion de la experiencia cristiana. La formulacidon
dogmatica apunta principalmente a eliminar algun error. preciso o difuso; y fija una
adquisicion moralmente unanime de la inteligencia de la fe de la iglesia. La palabra
